Snapshot of the Strength of the Health Information System
! as a Source of HIV Data

Health information systems (HIS) are important tools

in combatting the HIV epidemic, from the individual to
the population level. Electronic health records contain
individual patient information that helps clinicians provide
high-quality care and can improve continuity of care across
services and institutions. Laboratory information systems
improve the submission of lab tests and the receipt of
results. Logistic information systems can help forecast the
need for medications and other commodities and reduce
stockouts of antiretroviral drugs and other medications.
Routine health information systems are used to compile
this information for reports from facilities to the national
level. Data use at all levels of the health system is necessary
to monitor coverage of HIV interventions and progress
toward targets. And finally, population-level surveys
provide information on changes in behavior and HIV
prevalence every few years; these data are needed to assess

the impact of HIV programs over time.

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According to the 2008/09 and 2014 Kenyan Demographic
and Health Survey reports, the proportion of reproductive-
age women who were tested for HIV in the past 12 months
and received the results of the test rose from 29.3 percent in
2008/09 to 52.8 percent in 2014.7* The proportion of men
in the same age group rose from 22.8 percent to 45.7 percent
for the same years, respectively.”® In addition, in 2014, 69
percent of pregnant women attending antenatal care received
counseling on HIV, an HIV test, and the results of that test.”

The goal referenced in the Kenya AIDS Response Progress
Report 2016 is “Increased ART coverage to 90 percent for
children, adolescents and adults.”” The document repotts on
various programmatic indicators; however, the figures found
in the Kenya AIDS Strategic Framework 2014/5-2018/19
were deemed more reliable. According to this report, in
2014, 64 percent of men and 61 percent of women eligible

to receive ART were receiving it."” More recently, for 2017,
UNAIDS estimated that 64 percent of all people living
with HIV were on ART; of those on treatment, 79 percent
were virally suppressed."" A population-based HIV impact
assessment is planned.

Kenya has a detailed strategy for achieving a single HIS

that provides timely, reliable, and accessible information to
make evidenced-based decisions to promote the health of
Kenyans. The main policy statements focus on promoting
integration of data collection and dissemination, promoting
standardization/harmonization of data collection tools and
systems, addressing data security, and promoting the use of
information technology and communication among other
things for improving the HIS."> Kenya was the first country in
sub-Saharan Africa to deploy DHIS 2.
